	Cette exploitation reprend la trame générale proposée dans le livret du DVD et sur la fiche de travail qui se trouve sur la partie ROM du DVD et sur le site Insight.

Deux scènes ont été isolées pour poser le contexte et permettre des inférences avant de voir la scène principale où Nick Naylor « fait son show » devant les élèves. Ces scènes sont indiquées dans le script du livret du DVD et sont chapitrées sur le DVD : il est ainsi possible de passer de scène en scène grâce à la télécommande.
Cette exploitation est très détaillée et donc très longue. Il ne s’agit pas forcément d’une proposition de marche à suivre à la lettre, mais plutôt d’une banque d’idées où chacun pourra puiser.

	(“... Yeah, he gets that from his mother”)


● Describe the setting.

( The scene takes place in the corridor of a school.

● Say who the characters are (probable occupations; what they are doing here).

( Judging from the uniform the man on the left is wearing, he must be an airline pilot. The man on the right is wearing a suit, but it's difficult to say what he is. The two men are waiting in the corridor, probably outside a classroom.

A fireman is being seen out by a woman who thanks him for coming, so she must be a teacher. As the men are wearing their working clothes, we can imagine this is a career day.

● Some characters do not appear on screen. Say who they are and imagine what mood they are in.

( They’re the students: we can hear them clapping. They seem to be quite happy after meeting the fireman. It must be a special day for them and they must be quite excited.

● Get the man’s name, what the teacher tells him (positive + negative aspect), and what he replies.

( The teacher tells Mr Naylor that his son Joey is bright, but a bit shy. He answers that he “gets that from his mother.”

● How does the teacher react? Why?

( She casts a disapproving look. She looks puzzled/ perplexed/ confused, and even shocked and disgusted to hear him blame Joey’s shyness on his wife, implying that Joey’s brightness comes from his father. She probably thinks Mr Naylor is a bit too proud of himself.

●● Imagine what she could be saying to herself.

What a strange man! / How pretentious he is! / I’ve never met such a conceited man! / Who does he think he is? / etc.
● So how is Mr Naylor portrayed here?

( He is portrayed as a self-important/ conceited/ pretentious man who might also be a male chauvinist. We can imagine he is very self-confident/ self-assured as he thinks he’s the best.

● Get what the characters say and comment on that.

( Mr Naylor tells his son: “Come on, Joey, trust me.” It means his son doesn’t trust him.
●● Joey is very distrustful. What kind of job could his father do?

( He may be an arms dealer, etc.

● What shots are used when Mr Naylor is in the classroom? What effect does that have?

( Travelling shots are used as Mr Naylor walks across the room. There are high angle shots that show Mr Naylor’s point of view, and low-angle shots to show the pupils’ point of view. So we can see he is in a superior position as he towers over the pupils. This confirms his self-confident image.
● Describe Mr Naylor’s attitude throughout the passage (entrance, look, gestures, moves).
( Mr Naylor enters the classroom before the teacher, which is quite rude. He could wait until after the meeting to speak to his son, but he approaches him right away, which is not very polite. Then, after speaking to Joey, he makes himself comfortable as he quickly finds a place for his coat.

Then he cares to look at every student in the classroom as he explains things. This shows he tries to build a personal relationship with all of them.

At the beginning, he keeps his hands in his pockets, which shows he is relaxed. But as he starts engaging the students in conversation, he uses his hands a lot, as if he were trying to persuade them.
He takes possession of all the space he is given: he moves to and fro on the platform. 
On the whole, he seems to be passionate about what he is talking about and it seems he is used to speaking in public. It seems he really feels at home in the classroom/ he is on familiar territory, and he really lords it over everyone.

●● So what kind of job could he do?

( He may be a politician, or a salesman, or a clergyman, or even a teacher.

● How do the other characters react?

( It seems the other characters do not agree with him. The girl he first talks to ends up sliding down her chair and looks upset/ vexed/ shaken. Then his son looks disappointed. One of the pupils seems to agree with him, but then the teacher has to stop him and rush him out, so things don’t look too good for Mr Naylor.

● Make a sentence to sum up the difference between Mr Naylor’s attitude and the other characters’.

( Although Mr Naylor looks very persuasive/ seems to be a talented/ skilled speaker, the pupils and the teacher don’t look too keen/ enthusiastic.
●● So... what could Mr Naylor be speaking about?

( It must be a controversial issue, something that children are not supposed to speak about.

● How does Mr Naylor start?

( He starts by asking some questions about what jobs the children would like to do: lawyers, movie stars. He does this to attract the pupils’ attention/ arouse their curiosity and engage them in conversation. We can understand it’s probably not the first time he has spoken in public.
● Say what job Mr Naylor does.

( Mr Naylor is a lobbyist who works for tobacco companies.

● What is the effect on the children?

( The children did not expect him to do this. They don’t even know what it is/ It must be the first time they’ve heard of that job, so he has to explain it to them. He’s aware of the fact that his job is not very common and he wants to use that as an advantage. By showing he does an unusual job, he wants to arouse the children’s curiosity. 
●● Imagine what the job consists in.
( He must be supposed to tell people that smoking is not harmful to their health, etc.

●● Would you like to do such a job?

( I’d like/ I wouldn’t like to do such a job because ...

	( Lobbies and lobbyists

	A lobbyist is a person who works on behalf of a special interest (a company, a government, a politician or a group of people) and tries to influence legislators and officials. 

US lobbies are very powerful. There are probably about 40,000 lobbyists in the USA, with hundreds of them in every state and about 17,000 in Washington. They spend billions of dollars trying to convince legislators that their clients are right and contributing to the campaign funds of candidates, hoping they will help them when they are elected. There have been many scandals involving politicians who accepted gifts from lobbies: expensive objects, luxurious meals and holidays, etc.
Major US industry lobbies: energy; agribusiness; health; organized labour; software; transportation; insurance.
Major US single-issue lobbies: abortion (pro-life / pro-choice); environment; federal leadership; foreign and defence policy; gun rights / gun control; Israel.
There are also about 15,000 lobbyists in Brussels trying to influence the EU’s legislative process.


● Explain what the girl tells him.
( The girl says her mother “used to smoke” and “says that cigarettes kill”. She questions what Joey’s father does and she seems to be afraid of him.

( The girl’s mother smoked in the past, but she no longer does.

b. He is used to speaking in public.

( Mr Naylor regularly speaks in public.


● Say how Mr Naylor reacts to what the girl says.
( He argues that her mother is not a doctor or a scientist.

● Take down his last sentence before she stops talking.

( “She doesn’t exactly sound like a credible expert now, does she?”

	Intonation

	Does the intonation rise or fall at the end? What does it mean?
( The intonation falls at the end. So in fact this is not a question. This is the conclusion to Mr Naylor’s demonstration, so he doesn’t expect an answer. He simply means that the girl’s mother is not a “credible expert,” and he wonders why the girl believes her. He implies the girl’s mother is wrong when she says smoking kills.


● What does the girl do then?
( Then the girl starts sulking and slides down her chair. She must have felt hurt by this man who criticises her mother.
●● Comment on Mr Naylor’s attitude towards this poor little girl.
He literally crushes her as she slides down her chair because she feels belittled. He tears her to pieces/ talks her down/ subdues her/ slams her as if she were an adult debater. It’s too easy to attack a little girl. Moreover, he tries to undermine/ ruin/ shatter her confidence in her mother, which shows he lacks tact/ he is rude/ he is boorish/ tactless. He gets carried away by his arguments and he seems to be totally unaware that he’s debating with a child.
● What does Mr Naylor do when he sees how the girl reacts?

( When he realises he must have hurt her, he wriggles out of the situation by saying children should listen to their parents, and he calls Joey to witness. Joey doesn’t like it, but that move allows Mr Naylor to go on with his demonstration as if nothing had happened.
● What does Mr Naylor explain then?

( Mr Naylor explains to the children that smoking is not necessarily bad for them. He tells them not to listen to what people say. He advises them to try it out for themselves.

● In your opinion, who are the people “who tell you what to do and what to think”?

( Those people are probably parents and teachers, and maybe lawmakers.

● Why does Mr Naylor target them?

( He targets them because they prevent cigarette makers from selling their products, because they all try to deter children from smoking.

● Explain the teacher’s reaction.

( She feels she’s being got at/ She feels targeted/ She feels threatened by Mr Naylor when he refers to the people “who tell you what to do and what to think”. She’s looking for support in the classroom but she gets none. In fact all the children seem to agree with Mr Naylor. She realises that she’s trapped, and there’s nothing she can do about that situation.
● Explain what happens with the boy and how Mr Naylor reacts.

( One of the boys has understood what Mr Naylor is leading at, and deduces that cigarettes are good for you! Mr Naylor is surprised he had such an impact on the little boy. Mr Naylor must be used to getting more resistance from his audiences, so he is taken by surprise by the boy’s remark, and he has to back down!

	Sentence stress

	● Say what word is stressed in the boy’s sentence. Rephrase the sentence to explain that.

( The word “are” is stressed. “So cigarettes ARE good for you?”
By doing this, the boy wants to show what is new to him. The sentence could be rephrased as “So, despite everything people tell us about cigarettes, after all they’re actually good for us?” The boy is quite puzzled when he says this, because it goes against what he’s always heard, and he wants Mr Naylor to confirm it.
● Find another sentence in which “are” was stressed by Mr Naylor just before the boy spoke.

( “There probably already ARE people doing that, am I right?”
In this sentence, he wants to show that there are people right here with them. That’s why the teacher feels targeted, even though he doesn’t look at her when he says that sentence!

● See also what is written on the blackboard.

( “What do you do?” (“You” is underlined to show interest in the guest’s job.)
● Repeat those 3 sentences.


● Describe and comment on the teacher’s attitude.

( The teacher clearly disapproves of Mr Naylor’s message. When the boy says cigarettes are good, she realises that the situation might get out of control, so she shouts “No!” and stands up to stop Mr Naylor, who manages to push her back and continue.

● What does Mr Naylor say then? Explain his rhetoric.

( Mr Naylor continues with his demonstration as if nothing had happened. He even takes it one step further. He advises the children to “challenge authority” and find out for themselves! He takes the example of chocolate. He scores a bull’s eye here because most children love chocolate and they would still eat some even if their parents told them it was dangerous for them. You can’t liken cigarettes to chocolate, but he manages to do so. He is clearly manipulating the children here.

● Describe and comment on the teacher’s attitude.

( The teacher is tired of listening to Mr Naylor. She understands what he’s up to: he came here to talk about his job, but he’s actually trying to convince children that smoking is not dangerous. When she sees that the children are hooked up/ playing his game, she stands up again to make him understand he’d better leave.
●● Imagine what the teacher could be thinking.

( I shouldn’t have invited him! / He’s got a nerve! / How dare he try to make my pupils smoke! / I’ll get fired if the principal learns I let such a man talk to the pupils! / etc.
● Explain how the different people feel at the end.
( Mr Naylor looks a bit frustrated that he didn’t get to stay longer. However he is smiling, and is looking quite proudly towards his son. He must be thinking he did very well.

The teacher is tired of listening to him and embarrassed, but she remains polite as she is relieved he is leaving.
The children are clapping, but they are less enthusiastic than when whey clapped for the fireman. 
Joey is devastated and he must be totally ashamed of his father, who has disappointed him by making a fool of himself. He probably dreads the time when the bell will ring and he will have to face the other children’s gibes.

● List all the elements that show Mr Naylor is a skilled speaker.
( He makes very good use of body language, by occupying all the space he is given, by smiling and looking very friendly, and by using his hands to underline his message and address his audience. He also manipulates language very well, and he speaks clearly. Finally, he chooses examples, like chocolate, that he knows his audience will understand.
● Finally, is Mr Naylor portrayed in a negative or positive light?
( Mr Naylor is clearly portrayed in a negative light.

He may be a skilled speaker, but what he does in this classroom is really questionable. He takes advantage of the situation because he’s speaking to children, not adults. He probably knows that smoking is harmful, yet he has no qualms about trying to convince young children that they should try cigarettes. So he is portrayed as a cynical liar who stops at nothing, even if it involves his own son.
On a personal level, Mr Naylor seems to have a problem with his son, who distrusts him at the beginning, and who is devastated at the end. So he is not good either as a father.
● [Retour sur les premières secondes de l’extrait] Look at the name of the school and say what the message is.

( The school is called “St. Euthanasius,” which is obviously a gag. What is meant here is that smoking is like euthanasia: you kill yourself when you smoke.

●● What genre do you think the film belongs to?
( Judging from the “St. Euthanasius” gag, it is quite obvious the film is going to be a comedy. It is also quite clear when we consider the fact that the main character does the most difficult job you can imagine, and he even has to “sell” cigarettes to children. The film may also be a satire against tobacco companies.

a. Joey and his father that evening.

Joey: angry. Father: surprised he did not do well.

b. Joey and the girl who was humiliated by his father.

Teacher: outraged. Colleague: surprised.

d. Mr Naylor and the fireman, who is an anti-smoking activist.
